1. Preliminary inquire

1.1 All teams will undergo a Preliminary Inquiry to determine team composition, uniforms, shirt numbers and registration conditions, classification, etc.

1.2 ECVD Technical Delegate and the Jury will jointly determine date, place and time for such inquiry, which will be conducted by Technical Delegate, WOVD classifier and LOC.
1.3 In the invitation letter for the team must be mentioned that the Head of Delegation, Head Coach and the Doctor must participate in the Inquiry.  Captain’s and Libero’s shirts for all uniforms MUST be presented, along with samples of short and long trousers and leggings.
1.4 Head of Delegation verifies the names of the players on the Final Team Entry form, correcting spellings and data.  Jury Member must verify the definitive list.  If no discrepancies in names or/and shirt numbers are found, Technical Delegate signs and approves the Final Team Entry Form.

1.5 The Organiser must distribute to each team the Tournament book including training schedule and the invitation letter to the Technical Meeting.

1.6 Immediately after the Preliminary Inquiry, the Technical Delegate must obtain and check from the Organisers the printout of each team composition, including officials, for the first Daily Bulletin and for distribution to the CC members and the media.

1.7 The ECVD Delegate must check that the team composition and choice of uniforms are published in the first issue of the Daily Bulletin.

2. TEAMS' ACCREDITATION (by LOC)

2.1 The accreditation should be done immediately upon each team's arrival as follows: 

2.1.1 The Head of Delegation must present to the Organiser the Final Team Entry Form of the 12 players, Coach, Assistant Coach, Trainer and Medical Doctor.

2.1.2 The Organiser verifies that all players were included in the Final Team Entry Form. No players outside the Team Entry Form will be allowed; officials may be different ones, or replaced.

2.1.3 The Organiser issues ID cards, with photo for each delegation's member, as per the persons mentioned on the Final Team Entry Form.

2.1.4 Extra officials must only be accredited once the Respective National Federation or Head of Delegation has paid all their expenses to the Organiser.

3. PLAYERS CLASSIFICATION (by WOVD classifier)
3.1 The classification must be done on the arrival day and the day after.

3.1.1 The WOVD Classifier checks the classification cards of the players and makes up a list of players to be (re) examined.  Together with the Organiser times, date and place of (re) examination will be determined.

4. FINAL INQUIRY (by ECVD Technical delegate)
4.1 Each team will have an invitation for the final inquiry with checking of legal passport or documentation of players eligibility to play in the Championship
4.1.1 The teams must be represented by the Head of Delegation.

4.2 Head of Delegation verifies 
4.2.1 the names of the players ( LOC deliver the final team list for verifying)
4.2.2 shirt numbers
4.2.3 uniform colours by presenting all different sets to be used by the team of different colours of the captain's shirts
