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Daily Bulletin Preparation and Distribution
1.
The Organising Committee must nominate an official responsible for the preparation of the Daily Bulletin in the Technical Bureau of the respective competition venue and distribution of such bulletin to the Press and to the Officials.

2.
The Technical Delegate is responsible for supervising and co-ordinating the preparatory work and the content of the Daily Bulletin.

3.
The ECVD Technical Delegate must co-ordinate the work with the responsible person of the Organising Committee.

4.
The Daily Bulletin will be produced as follows:

a)
The Daily Bulletin N° 1 on the day before the start of the competition must contain:

· Team composition forms of each delegation (12 players) approved during the Preliminary Inquiry and printed by the Organiser

· Information about opening ceremony

· Other information and activity schedules not contained in the Official Program, such as social, cultural etc.
b) The other issues of the Daily Bulletins must contain: 
· Daily Competition Schedule

· Daily Team Dress Form
· Daily nomination sheet International Referees

· Daily nomination sheet scorer, assistant scorer, line judges, ball retrievers, moppers, speaker

· Daily Competition Report
· LOC information

· ECVD information

c) The Daily Bulletin for the final competition day must contain:

· Information about the closing ceremony

· Information about the party

· Departing schedule for teams and officials

d) The Daily Bulletin final day must contain:

· Final standing of the Championship

· List of Best player awords

· Goodbye from LOC and ECVD

5.
Distribution of the Daily Bulletin


One person appointed by the local Organisers will be responsible for distributing the Daily Bulletin from his venue to the distribution points listed under point b.

a)
A sufficient number of Bulletins must be taken to the location where the Press is located, to be placed at the disposal of the journalists, and several copies must be placed in the pressroom in the stadium.

b)
The Daily Bulletin must be distributed during the night after the end of the matches or very early the next morning (before 7 a.m.) to:
