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The RESPONSIBILITY of Table Jury:

A Before the Match (Checking list)

1) Arrive not later than 30 minutes before the match.

2) Obtain from coaches the respective ID cards from all players and team delegation (Coach, Assistant Coach, Trainer, and Medical Doctor).

3) Communicate instructions or remarks to Technical Delegate.

4) Verify the content of the Scoresheet form.

5) Full names of the referees and teams; names of the teams' captains, coach, assistant coach, trainer, and medical doctor

6) Names of the players and libero

7) Match number, starting time and other relevant data

8) Verify the distribution of:

i) Team composition forms to the Table Jury, the press stands and TV commentators’ positions 10 minutes before the match.

ii) The team's line-up sheet for the first set to the scorekeeper 12 minutes before the match.

iii) The line-up sheet to TV commentators' positions 10 minutes before the match.

9) Verify the strict respect of the ECVD court layout and the sequence of access to the playing court and competition area.

10) Verify removal of prostheses out of publics’ sight.

B During the Match

1) Table Jury may call a "judges Hearing" with both referees and Technical Delegate or Jury Member through a whistle or a signal by scorekeeper.

i) After exchanging viewpoints, the interpretation supported by Technical Delegate or Jury Member shall prevail.

2) Control the proper order around the playing court.

3) Forward instruction to the Technical Officials Supervisor or Court Supervisor, if need be.

4) Control the position and the work of the personnel inside the playing area according to ECVD Regulations.

5) Verify the availability of the security services, to control access to the competition area.

6) Complete the Table Jury Report form during the match.

7) Verify the availability of Organising Committee personnel to control the immediate re-location of the publicity panels in case the players move them.

8) Decides, in a hearing with the referees and team captains, in case of problems (light, floor conditions, temperature or humidity) to temporarily stop the game. Per consequence he decides when to restart the match.

C After the Match

1) After confirming the data of the last set and the number of spectators in accordance with the information provided by the Organising Committee and own estimate, finalise the Table jury report and sign it.

2) Confirming the data in the Scoresheet form and sign it.

3) Deliver the Table Jury report and the Scoresheet to Technical Delegate or Jury Member.
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
